The study aimed to determine the relationship between the level of higher education
outputs in the Palestinian universities in the southern governorates in light of the
requirements of the labor market and the professional and demographic variables of the
faculty members. The questionnaire consists of (50) items distributed on five axes (the
qualitative quality of graduates, scientific literature and publications directed at
community service, consultations and projects. Scientific research, scientific research
and conferences directed at society, and the university’s relationship with society’s
institutions, morally and professionally.” As for the study sample, it consisted of (264)
academic members of both sexes through the internet from four Palestinian universities
(Al-Azhar, Al-Agsa, Palestine, and Islamic) in the southern governorates. The reality
of the quality of higher education outputs in Palestinian universities in the southern
governorates is average. The axis of scientific research, conferences directed to the
community, and the axis of qualitative quality for graduates occupied the highest and
advanced ranks among the rest of the axes with a medium degree (65.40% and 64.60%,
respectively), while the axis of scientific literature and publications directed at
community service And the axis of consultations and scientific projects is the lowest
ranked among the axes of quality of higher education outputs in light of the
requirements of the labor market and with a medium degree (59.40 and 59.60
respectively).

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Abstract

The biochemical composition of a total of 56 and 74 male and female samples,
respectively, of the Marsupenaeus japonocus shrimp were studied. Samples were
collected from the port of Misurata, on the western coast of Libya, at a rate of once a
month in the period from March 2018 to February 2019. The study was conducted
before the ovulation season and during the reproductive period, where the total yield,
moisture, total fat, total protein, and total carbohydrates in edible tissues were studied.
The results showed that the percentage of total edible portion was 40.2%, 40.3% for
males and females, respectively. The percentage of moisture in male muscles was
74.9% = 1.6, in the genital glands 7.3% = 9.0, in female muscles 76.1% + 1.8, and in
the parasitic glands 8.3% * 1.9. The percentage of fat in male muscles was 3.9% + 0.6,
in the gonads 3.4% % 0.5, in the muscles of females 3.6% + 1.1, and in the gonads 4.5%
+ 0.6. While the percentage of protein in male muscles was 68.3% * 1.5, in the gonads
72.4% + 1.6, in female muscles 69.4% + 1.7, and in the gonads 67.7% + 1.7. The
proportion of carbohydrates in male muscles was 12.3% + 1.4 and in the gonads. 11.2%

+ 1.3, and in the muscles of females 10.3% + 1.3, and in the gonads 10.8 + 1.5.
