The important Qur’anic phenomenon in clarifying the different meanings and directing the
significance towards the intended meaning, as this phenomenon has received great attention from
ancient and modern scholars in the Qur’anic and linguistic fields, and detailed books have been
written about it, in addition to other partial studies. . Since the Qur’anic discourse is a statement
of clarification for the purpose of convincing people and guiding them to the Islamic religion;
Therefore, he relied on several methods to clarify the intended meaning of the texts, and to ward
off unintended possibilities that might occur in the minds of some of the addressees, and one of
these methods is the pause, as it has a significant semantic impact, so it is not permissible to empty
it of its semantic content by focusing on its phonetic aspect only, or what concerns it. The reader
may suffer from shortness of breath or otherwise. Rather, it is necessary to look at its semantic
function. Pausing has a great effect in guarding against the intended meaning and determining the
meanings of texts. The addressee may assume an unintended meaning in the text, so he should be
careful by pausing to prevent this possibility and clarify the intended meaning. The purpose of this
is to communicate between the addressee and the addressee, in order to influence and persuade.
Therefore, caution with pausing is a communicative method in the Qur’anic text whose purpose is
to clarify and ward off unintended meanings that may have occurred in the mind of the addressee

in the case of connection, and to stipulate the intended meaning.
